Sanctions for inappropriate behaviour:

 A tracking system operates in each classroom within a Red Book. Children’s names will be recorded on the tracking sheet as follows: 

1. Reminder (child’s name written on tracking sheet and a ‘tick’ recorded).

2. Second Reminder (child’s name written on tracking sheet and another ‘tick’ recorded).

3. Third Reminder (child’s name written on tracking sheet and another ‘tick’ recorded).
